Recent Updates 

• BC Parks has implemented closures of parks throughout the province. For a list of 
current park closures due to COVID-19 visit http://www.env.gov.bc.ca/bcparks/ (list at 
bottom of page). 

• BC Ferries: BC Ferries is suspending the ‘L’ run, where one of the Horseshoe Bay-
Nanaimo ferries would serve the Langdale route for a couple of trips each day and vice 
versa. Here is the service notice with more information. 

• All travellers returning to Canada — with the exception of what the federal 
government is calling "essential workers" — will have to enter a mandatory 14-day 
quarantine as of midnight to try to slow the spread of COVID-19, federal Health Minister 
Patty Hajdu said this morning. 

• Social distancing reminder:  Practice social distancing. This means keeping a distance 
of at least two arms-length (approximately two metres) from others - including when you 
are out at a park, a trail and any of our beaches. 

• Garbage Collection reminder: Please wear gloves and wash your hands after you 
collect your garbage can from the curb as it was just handled by someone else. If 
possible, sanitize your garbage can prior to returning it to your home. 

• Public washrooms at Winegarden Park and Armour’s Beach in Gibsons remain open.
