Number of confirmed cases in BC: 1,724 confirmed cases as of April 21.  
Number of cases in the Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH) region: 707 as of April 21. 

 
Recent Updates 
 
• Mattresses are now accepted at the Sechelt Landfill. At the Pender Harbor Transfer 

Station, suspension will remain in place until further notice. Customers will have to unload 
and stack their own mattresses in place. We thank you for your patience.

• Community Ambassadors are out in various areas on the Sunshine Coast doing their best 
to ensure people are aware of the measures that are in place to promote compliance with 
Provincial recommendations - staying 2 meters apart for physical distancing, for example. 

• Transportation of healthcare workers commenced as of April 17, 2020, through provision 
of a dedicated bus via SCRD Transit. 

• COVID-19 Testing – the Province announced that anyone who has symptoms of COVID-19 
can now be tested by a physician, nurse practitioner or an urgent and primary care centre. 
The public can also call 8-1-1 to find a testing centre near them. 

• BC Farmers’ Markets Online is a new e-commerce initiative launched in response to 
COVID-19. Safely order locally produced goods from close to 20 Sechelt Farmers' Market 
vendors here. 

• April 23 COVID-19 Live Q and A with Dr. Mark Lysyshyn, Medical Health Officer. More 
information here.  

• FireSmart - being at home right now is a good time for everyone to plan ahead for the 
unexpected. British Columbians could spend this time FireSmarting their properties.
